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Choosing a chant course

When you come to the Colloquium, you will need to choose a chant course for your participa-
tion during the week. There are few joys greater than singing in a well-prepared Gregorian 
chant schola. Although there is always a little tweaking after the first day, i.e., singers mov-

ing up or down a level, most people find it relatively easy to choose. 

Many returning attendees to the Colloquium find themselves advancing from a fundamentals choir 
through refresher and finally to the schola. However, if you have not had many opportunities to refine 
your chant work during the year, you might consider staying at a level for more than one year. As all 
of our chant repertory is graded to suit the capabilities of each choir, the musical rewards and polish of 
performance are not always related to the level of the schola.

Countertenors: You may choose to sing with either men or women.

Some attendees may choose to attend a fundamentals course in order to learn teaching techniques for 
beginners from the conductors, even though their level of chant singing is higher than that of most 
other participants.

A note about styles: Although the American Church has a long history with the traditional Solesmes 
method of learning, teaching, and singing Gregorian chant, attendees will find a considerable variety 
of approaches to the interpretation of the chants sung. Happily, we find that each year brings new 
ideas informed by the latest chant research, including interpretation of neumes, rhythm, tuning, and 
other aspects of performance.
 
The following guidelines will help you find the right group in which to sing for the week:

Fundamentals for men and women—Mary Ann Carr-Wilson
This course is for real chant beginners: those who can read modern notation and those with no 
musical training. Participants will learn how to read the four-line staff, the names of the neumes, and 
how to navigate intervals with solfege. Rhythm will be introduced. Course material will include the 
ordinaries of the Mass and one proper during the week.
 
Refresher for men and women—Wilko Brouwers
This course offers continued study in Gregorian chant and is intended for those who have had some 
background in chant but do not sing chant regularly. This is a beginning to intermediate course whose 
primary aim, like the foundations course, is strengthening one’s chant skills rather than performance 
during the liturgy. Participants will be responsible for singing the ordinaries of the Mass and will be 
prepared to sing three or four chant propers during the week. 
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Schola, two sections—David Hughes, women; Charles Cole, men
This course is for advanced singers who chant regularly. The men’s and women’s scholas will be 
responsible for the bulk of the more difficult Mass propers sung during the week.

Advanced seminar on vocal/polyphonic improvisation on chant—Dr. William Mahrt
This course is for advanced singers (both men and women) who wish to continue their studies 
of Gregorian chant. The focus is study rather than performance, covering various types of chant 
improvisation, including organum, diaphonum, descant, and fauxbourdon, with the seminar class 
preparing two Mass propers.

Advanced seminar on chant conducting—Scott Turkington
This course is  for advanced singers (both men and women) who wish to continue their studies of 
Gregorian chant, particularly on conducting. The focus will be study rather than performance. This 
choir will prepare two Mass propers for the week.

Office choir for men and women—Jonathan Ryan and Jeffrey Morse
This course is for intermediate to advanced singers and will concentrate on the singing of the Divine 
Office—particularly Vespers psalmody on Thursday evening—and will take the lead during morning 
and night prayer throughout the week. The choir will also sing the Buxtehude Magnificat during 
Vespers.
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Polyphonic choirs

Being part of a polyphonic choir is one of the many highlights of the Colloquium. Note that there 
is no sign-up or preregistration for any of the groups. Simply arrive at the rehearsal of your choice 
on Tuesday. If the conductors find they have too many sopranos or too few tenors, for example, a 

little shifting around may occur from choir to choir on the first day. 

But as a matter of good choir etiquette, conductors ask that you not bounce from choir to choir. Five 
days of rehearsal is not much time to develop an ensemble sound, and the deadlines of performing in lit-
urgy loom delightfully throughout the week. N.B.: If your plans require that you depart before Saturday, 
please do not pick the choir whose main work will be performed that day and so on. 

The descriptions below will help you choose the right polyphonic choir:
 
Beginning polyphony—Jeffrey Morse
This choir is designed to introduce and improve on the critical vocal and musical techniques necessary 
for singing polyphonic music. Singers will learn how to carry a part on their own, independent of 
other sections and without accompaniment. Members of this choir will learn rhythm, pitch, and vocal 
production. The choir is designed for novice singers who would not yet benefit from a more advanced 
choir, but it might also be useful for directors who wish to see how a master goes about teaching 
inexperienced singers to make beautiful music. This choir will sing one piece, a setting of Ave Maria 
attributed to Tomás Luis de Victoria, at Mass on Saturday.

Clemens non Papa choir—Wilko Brouwers
This choir’s major piece will be the Requiem Mass by Jacob Clemens non Papa, be sung at Mass on 
Thursday, June 22. This choir will also sing a polyphonic Credo by Herbert Howells during on Saturday, 
June 24. 

Mendelssohn choir—Scott Turkington
Felix Mendelssohn’s Lauda Sion is this choir’s major work, to be sung Friday afternoon during adoration 
of the Blessed Sacrament. This choir will also sing choral parts of Theodore Marier’s Mass ordinary on 
Tuesday. 

Howells choir—Charles Cole
This choir will sing the Herbert Howells Mass in the Dorian Mode on Saturday with the exception of the 
Credo, to be performed by another choir. The choir will also sing the motet From the rising of the sun by 
Frederick Ouseley during Mass on Tuesday.

Motet choir—Melanie Malinka 
This choir will sing a variety of motets by various composers: Orlando Gibbons, Charles Villiers Stanford, 
Cristóbal de Morales, Orlando di Lasso, and Olivier Messiaen.

Tuesday through Friday: Scribbling semiology scribes—Edward Schaefer
If you have ever wondered what it was like to be a scribe in a monastery, this series of classes might 
give you some insight. They will also help you understand what we can learn about the nuances of 
singing chant from the notation of the oldest manuscripts.

Vocal pedagogy
Auditorium, O’Shaughnessy Education Center

Wednesday: Breathing for singing—Cecilia MeeAe Nam 
The session will concentrate on developing efficient breathing technique for singing; help singers 
experience correct respiratory process of inhalation and exhalation for singing, understand the role of 
respiratory muscles and how to use them; examine various exercises and their influence on sound quality, 
and correct specific examples of common errors in use of breath. Attendees will fully participate by 
exploring techniques throughout the class.

Thursday: Vocal placement—Cecilia MeeAe Nam 
The session will introduce the benefit of proper understanding and efficient use of vocal placement. 
Corrective techniques for uneven resonance, throat tension, tight tongue and jaw, vibrato issues and 
under-pitch singing will be examined throughout the session. Attendees will fully participate by 
exploring techniques throughout the class.

New music
Room 108, Library

Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday: Composers’ forum—David Hughes 
This year’s schedule includes three sessions in which you’ll be able to collaborate with other composers 
to fine-tune your compositions. Composers should bring at least 15 copies of a work in progress, 
which will be critiqued and discussed by the instructor and class, with the goal of producing polished 
pieces by the end of the week. Composers should bring manuscript paper or a laptop with music-
notation software so they can make revisions and edits during the week. New music participants: 
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Please plan to provide digital pdf files of the compositions to the Colloquium for printing before the 
new music reading session. 
The best compositions from the new music breakout sessions will be used for the new music reading 
session at 11:15 a.m. Friday, June 23, at the O'Shaughnessy Education Center Auditorium. 

Chant
Room 454, O’Shaughnessy Education Center

Tuesday and Friday: Gregorian chant modes—William Mahrt 
This course will cover the system of the eight ecclesiastical modes in two sessions. The first will 
discuss characteristics that distinguish chants in the modes and the psalm tones as proper to each 
mode with their relation to antiphons. The second will discuss psalm tones themselves, with practical 
exercises, pointing and chanting psalms to psalm tones in Latin and English. Each session is 
independent, but students are encouraged to attend both.

Children’s programs

Tuesday: The Ward Method: training Catholic musicians for the future—Scott Turkington 
Auditorium, O’Shaughnessy Education Center
Come observe a demonstration with choristers from Holy Family Parish in Minneapolis with Scott 
Turkington, director. This demonstration will show how the use of Justine Ward’s methodology can 
be used in modern schools.

Tuesday: Beginning repertoire for child choristers and children’s choirs—Jeffrey Morse
Room 100 (Big Room), McNeely Hall
This session will explore ideas for a beginning and intermediate repertoire for treble choirs of children 
as well as basic ideas on how to progress with a firm musical foundation, using chant, other unison 
singing, and polyphony to keep child musicians growing and moving toward excellence and mastery 
of their voices, sight-singing, and musicianship.

Friday: Children’s programs—panel discussion 
Auditorium, O’Shaughnessy Education Center
Panel members: Melanie Malinka, Scott Turkington, Mary Ann Carr-Wilson, and David J. Hughes; 
moderator Dr. Paul Weber
Listen to four expert directors on the challenges of nurturing and working with young voices. You’ll 
learn from some of the best and have opportunities to ask questions.
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Organ
St. Thomas Acquinas University Chapel

Tuesday and Thursday: Introduction to organ for pianists—Dr. Ann Labounsky 
Dr. Ann Labounsky will share methods for pianists to learn basic organ techniques and will briefly 
work with each student. The first session will focus on how to sit at the organ, use of the body, 
differences between piano technique and organ technique, pedal technique, and materials. The second 
session will cover hymn playing, responses, chant harmonization. Easy repertoire.

Wednesday: Masterclass—Dr. Paul Weber 
As many as three organists may sign up to perform a piece of their choosing and receive instruction 
from Dr. Weber, which, in master-class format, will be designed to apply generally to all those 
attending. Performers may register for a session by emailing programs@musicasacra.com. Moderate to 
difficult repertoire is encouraged.

Friday: Liturgical leadership from the organ—Jonathan Ryan 
The foundations of solid congregational musical leadership from the organist will be presented, 
discussed, and heard. Topics include playing congregational liturgical music and hymns, including 
rhythmic clarity, articulation, and the use of various kinds of organs. Ways to accompany Gregorian 
chant and tastefully add flavor to hymn playing, such as reharmonization, with an emphasis on 
practicality will be examined as well.

Clergy training

Tuesday: Dialogues of the Missal: cultivating active participation through singing the Mass— 
The Rev. Robert Pasley
The dialogues form an important component in cultivating congregational singing in the parish. This 
session will cover all the dialogues of the new English translation of the Third Typical Edition of the 
Roman Missal and will address any questions or concerns you have regarding various chants from the 
Missal. 

Wednesday: What is the traditional Latin Mass?—The Rev. Robert Pasley and Bill Riccio
This session will concentrate on the sights, sounds, and action of the extraordinary form. This is 
geared for those who are unfamiliar with its structure or want to know more about the ceremonies 
and prayers that make up the rite.

Thursday: Spiritual formation and vocal pedagogy for priests and seminarians—Dr. Jenny Donelson 
How do I help my pastor learn to sing the Mass? What exercises can I use to help a priest or 
seminarian who struggles to match pitch? What resources and key documents do I need to understand 
and refer priests and seminarians to when developing a fully sung Mass in my parish? What does 
the Church ask seminarians to learn about music during their formation? What do I do in the face 
of roadblocks to the implementation of the Church’s ideal of a fully sung liturgy? What are some 
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spiritual obstacles for priests and seminarians regarding the Church’s treasury of sacred music? 
Join Dr. Jennifer Donelson, director of sacred music at St. Joseph’s Seminary (Dunwoodie) in New 
York, for this practical session on how to better serve your neighborhood priests and seminarians in 
cultivating sung Masses in your area.

Friday: Sacred music and the new evangelization—Dr. Jenny Donelson
The Church has a long tradition of sharing the Gospel through sacred music. We can learn a lot 
from the successes and failures of these historical examples, especially regarding what successful 
inculturation is, what role it plays in evangelization, and the place of Catholic tradition and 
the treasury of sacred music in playing a countercultural role that draws souls to Christ. In this 
presentation, we’ll look at the musical evangelism of the Jesuits and Franciscans, especially in North 
and South America, as well as more recent successful exemplars of drawing people to Christ through 
the beauty of sacred music and the sacred liturgy. Handouts for this session will include suggested 
reading on helpful discussions of evangelism in the post-modern era as well as music from the 
missions that might be particularly useful in English- and Spanish-speaking communities in the 
present day.

Miscellaneous topics

Wednesday: Spanish propers—Janet Gorbitz 
Room 100 (Big Room), McNeely Hall
With the hope of a new USCCB-approved Spanish Missal on the horizon, many are working on new 
resources for liturgies in Spanish. Janet will share a bit about her project, developing chant propers in 
Spanish, as well as discuss other resources that are becoming available.

Wednesday and Thursday: Musicianship—Melanie Malinka 
Room 454, O’Shaughnessy Education Center
Join Melanie Malinka for a musicianship class based on her very successful musicianship program at 
the Choir School (Cathedral of the Madeleine, Salt Lake City), bridging the gap between learning 
music theory and applying it in singing. Use these techniques to help your choir read music better or 
strengthen musicianship skills in your ensembles (kids, teens, or adults). The course will be offered on 
two separate days.

Thursday: Introducing sacred music to a parish community—Matthew J. Meloche 
Room 100 (Big Room), McNeely Hall
Creating a plan of action is necessary for implementing sacred music in your parish. Whether you’re 
just beginning to introduce sacred music to a parish that is hostile or you’ve been working to bring 
about a sacred music program for years, talking through problems with others can always help. 
Through lecture, group discussion, and Q&A, the instructor will illuminate strategies and different 
ways of planning to bring sacred music to your parish. Taught by Matthew Meloche of the Cathedral 
of SS Simon and Jude in Phoenix.
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Friday: Making this a career: interviewing, negotiating, renegotiating—Matthew J. Meloche 
Room 100 (Big Room), McNeely Hall
Nobody gets into church music for the money, but that doesn’t mean you have to live in poverty. This 
lecture will review techniques for spotting good positions, applying for jobs, interviewing successfully, 
negotiating a good deal for yourself once a job has been offered to you, and renegotiating your deal 
at a later date. Though mostly intended for full-time church musicians, this lecture will also benefit 
those who work for the church part-time or in contract work—and can help volunteers improve their 
working conditions. 

Friday: From Indianapolis to Nigeria: A narrative of church music apostolate in Onitsha—Father 
Jude Orakwe 
Room 108, Library
Father Orakwe, a lecturer at Chukwuemeka Odumegwu Ojukwu University, Anambra State in 
Nigeria, director of the archdiocesan choir, and director of music at St. Joseph’s Parish in Onitsha, 
attends this year at the direction of his archbishop, along with two other priests from Nigeria. He will 
share with us his experiences, successes, and challenges with sacred music in his home country.

In this is love: not that we have loved God, but that he loved us and sent his Son as expiation for our 
sins. Beloved, if God so loved us, we also must love one another.
No one has ever seen God. Yet, if we love one another, God remains in us, and his love is brought to 
perfection in us.

Then fear came upon all 
their neighbors, and all these matters were discussed throughout the hill country of Judea. All who 
heard these things took them to heart, saying, “What, then, will this child be?” For surely the hand of 
the Lord was with him. The child grew and became strong in spirit, and he was in the desert until the 
day of his manifestation to Israel. 
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
